1. Be a high school senior planning to enroll in, or a college student enrolled in, an engineering, science, math, or related curriculum at an accredited college or university. Enrollment must be planned for the 2011/2012 school year. 
2. Have a minimum of a B average (3.0 on 4.0 scale), whether college or high school.

3. Meet at least one of the following:

a. Savannah Post SAME member or member of a sustaining firm. 

b. A dependent of a Savannah Post SAME member or member of a sustaining firm. 

c. Be sponsored by a Savannah Post SAME member or member of a sustaining firm. 
4. Provide a completed application form to include: letters of recommendation (maximum of 3) from high school or college advisor, academic instructors or immediate supervisor, copy of high school or college transcript, copy of SAT/ACT results, and a 2-page, double-spaced essay.  

After a review by the Scholarship Committee, the Post will announce the winners in June 2011. The winners will be presented the scholarship checks at the July 2011 membership meeting.
